It is recommended to stop the Microsoft Exchange
Transport service once Exclaimer Anti-spam has been uninstalled to prevent message
delivery without Anti-spam protection. The installation of a new version of Exclaimer Anti-
spam will start the Microsoft Exchange Transport service.
